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The 4.08-ha campus, certified as a 2024 U.S.-Taiwan
Eco-Campus, with new Li-Ming Hall, five-star
restrooms, large touch-screen TVs, smart learning
devices, solar-powered sports fields, and specialized
classrooms for food education, bilingual learning,
and the LOHAS classroom, creates a high-quality
learning environment.
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The school offers 25 clubs in academics, sports, arts, service, and
music, allowing students to freely choose. The Drama Club has
repeatedly won top honors. Enriching activities such as Li-Ming Star,
talent shows, outdoor education, camping, mock trials, idiom and
Spelling Bee.
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School-based flexible courses, grounded in the
school’s vision, such as Innovative Learning,
Active Citizenship, Ecological Field Studies,
Inquiry-based Projects, Reading Comprehension,
and STEM Literacy, combined with library-themed
reading programs.
